LESSON AIMS:  the students will: 

▪ SUMMARIZE Jesus’ description of what will happen at the final judgment 

▪ CONTRAST the behavior of the “sheep” with that of the “goats” 

▪ WRITE a plan to serve Jesus in the week ahead as the “sheep” do 

 

INTRODUCTION:     Jesus continued instructing His disciples concerning His 

second coming, answering, in Chapter 24, the disciples’ question, which is His 

reason for His coming to earth.  He told the disciples that He will return that He 

will sit on a throne, and He will sit as Judge.  Today’s passage is a part of three 

parables Jesus gave to help believers as we look forward to His return. 

KEY VERSE:       34 Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, 

ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the 

foundation of the world: 

35 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me 

drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:          Matthew 25:34 - 35 / KJV          

       

LESSON:
